Children over the age of 2 are introduced to activities which promote the Flying Start Scheme and the New Curriculum for Wales in order to ensure the best possible start to their education. We plan our outdoor play areas carefully, in order to create opportunity and place emphasis on outdoor activities. 
· supporting children to feel valued, safe, healthy and confident 
Our priority is the happiness and safety of each child – our homely and happy environment offers the best possible care, and the chance for each child to learn and to develop to its full potential. Children will feel secure and confident. 
· ensuring the quality of care you offer is continuously improving and that children and parents / carer’s voices are heard

Child Protection
Everyone’s responsibility: Safeguarding children from harm, neglect and abuse is the responsibility of every member of staff and volunteer (every practitioner) in the cylch. The practitioners at Cylch Bodhyfryd fully recognise their contribution to safeguard children and their practice complies with the Wales Safeguarding Procedures 2020, North Wales Safeguarding Children’s Board and Wrexham local authority’s safeguarding policy. This child safeguarding policy will be shared with all parents and carers and practitioners at the setting. Child safeguarding training attendance will be attended and documented. All staff will have read, understood and signed this policy.

Wales Safeguarding Procedures: The cylch will download the Wales Safeguarding Procedures app and update the app regularly to ensure they have the correct procedures and guidelines at hand. The cylch will refer parents and carers to the procedures online: safeguarding.wales
In accordance with Cylch Bodhyfryd Safeguarding Policy we draw your attention to the fact that is the duty of cylch staff to report any concerns regarding childrens safety to Social Services, NSPCC and/or the Police
Quote from the Policy:
If a practitioner suspects that a child is being abused after noticing physical marks on the child, behavioural signs or that the child himself/herself makes such claims, they will discuss the matter at once with the Safeguarding Officer. The cylch Safeguarding Officer will act immediately by contacting the Officer on Duty at the local office of the Social Services Child Safeguarding Team or/and the Police. The Safeguarding Officer will be responsible for confirming this in writing within 24 hours

Admission
The Cylch conforms with the registration conditions as laid down by the Child Minding and Day Care Wales) Regulations 2010 regarding the age of the children and the numbers allowed.  The following criteria are also taken into consideration when allocating places:
Priority for children who want to attend Ysgol Bodhyfryd. 
Parents will receive a copy of the admissions policy in their welcome pack.

It is expected that all parents should have completed a registration form and a contract before the children start in the cylch.
Children who attend the Nursery class at the school will be led from the school to the cylch by the leaders at 11.30 she will ensure that they are given a smooth transition from one service to another.
The staff will not release a child to an adult if they are not identified on the collecting child form.
If there is change to the usual pattern the parent should notify cylch staff when bringing the child to the cylch.

Flying Start 
The cylch comes under the Wrexham Flying Start Area. This means that qualifying families receive up to 12.5 hours a week free childcare, from the term following their second birthday. Please ask the cylch or your Health Visitor for more information. 
30 Hours Offer
Funding may be available for children in the term following their 3rd birthday under the 30 hours scheme. Further details available from the cylch

Parents/Guardians

Every Parent/Guardian will be asked to sign a contract with the cylch at the start of the child’s time with the cylch. This contract includes details for payments when relevant. At the start of each child’s time at the cylch every parent/guardian will receive a parent pack which includes additional information about the cylch including information about cylch policies and permission forms.

The Cylch supports the principle of seeking the opinion of parent/guardians and children regarding the provision to ensure the service is always of the highest quality.  
We will evaluate the service twice within an academic year and as a parent you will have the opportunity to be part of the process by completing a service evaluation questionnaire. We will also hold a parents evening once a term to share information with you about the activities that are offered to your child and also to discuss your child's development and achievements within the Cylch Meithrin.


Bad Weather Procedure 
The cylch leaders will contact the person responsible early in the morning.
A decision to close the cylch due to snow is dependent if Wrexham close the school and whether the staff can get to work.
If a decision is made to close the cylch, the leaders will contact parents via txt, facebook and a phone call to let them know.

If bad weather strikes when children are in the cylch, the leaders will make the decision to close or not, keeping the following in mind.
Is the school open?
Is it safe for parents to collect their children?
Can the staff get home from work?
The parents will be contacted following the same procedure.

Sickness / Illness arrangements 
We will not accept a child suffering from an infectious illness. We will send children home immediately if we suspect signs or symptoms e.g Chickenpox, Measles, Rubella, Meningitis, Hepatitis, Diarrhoea, vomiting and temperature exceeding 101F 38C. We will report certain illnesses to Public Health Wales and CIW. Reason for absence will be noted on the register.

Medical Emergency
If a child needs emergency medical treatment and the staff are unable to contact the parents or other emergency contacts, the cylch will make necessary arrangements to ensure the child's safety.

By signing the agreement and childcare registration form this will allow the cylch to give emergency medical treatment that may be necessary in a crisis.

Emergencies
Should there be an emergency in the cylch we will act to ensure the safety of all children and then contact their parents / guardians directly to collect them.

There may be certain situations in which it is necessary to close the cylch at short notice. Should this occasion arise staff will contact parents/guardians named on the P1 registration form giving as much notice as possible.

Should we need to close owing to an emergency during the session itself staff will contact parents/guardians using the emergency contact numbers provided. Staff will stay with the children until they are collected.

Accidents
There is an accident and incidents book at Cylch Bodhyfryd. If there is an accident or serious incident involving any child, staff member or visitor to the cylch this must be reported to RIDDOR ( Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations) within 10 days and a report must be made to CIW

Compliments and Complaints 
We welcome your comments about our services so that we can improve them as necessary.  Parents/Guardians are informed of the Compliments and Complaints Policy and procedures before their child starts in the Cylch.  The cylch collect feedback each term in a feedback questionnaire.
